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Throughout the month of November the 405th Squadron and its parent
organization, the 38th Bomb Group (M), were stationed at MOROTAI, and
were attached to the 13th Air Force of GUADALCANAL fame. This attach-
ment tended to maske us almost a bastard organization, as we were too
far from V Bomber Command to receive their direct attention, while 13th
Air Force was naturally more concerned with their own units. We did,
however, receive excellent cooperation from the 13th and were highly
camended by Kajor General STREET for our outstanding ORMOC BAY Strike
of the 10th, pictures of which , as with others of our missions, were
printed in the 13th Air Force Intelligence Summary. Two rela-tively
unusual types of missions were engaged in this month, the medium alti-
tude bombing mission and the night heckle mission. The latter type
mission was greatly respomsible for the dropping of the morale of the
combat crews to LOW. The airplanes; all B-25J's, are not equipped
with night navigatlion aids, and the msjority of the pilots have not
bad any instrument time for meny months. Furthermore, these night mis=-
sions disrupted the routine of life and caused loss of many hours of sl=
eep, both for combat men and the ground maintenance echelon. This cou=
pled with the poor food throughout the month forced the morale of the

ground men to drop to GOOD.

The honorable sons of NIPPON mede themselves quite evident, with hardly
a night going by without a visitetion of at least one or two airplanes.
~ Although they caused scme damage to the airdromes with their bombs,
luckily the Green Dragons were injured. One ground man, Sergeant LOUIS
KRAUS, of Liberty, New York, was slightly injured by falling fragments
of ack-ack and has been reccumended for the award of the Purple Heart.
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luch excitement was caused whem a "Nick", having been mortally wounded

by our fire, crash dived into several planes of the 71st Squadromn, cau-
sing much devastation. later a bomb was dropped on the Group mess hall
destroying half of it, but causing no other damages or injury.

Life within the Squadron was routine, as at last the srea had been com='
pleted, and everyone had settled down to the important business of crush-
ing the Japs. The Coca-Cols machine was working, intermittently at
least, while the Post Exchange was stocked with most of the staples snd
a few candies, cookies, ete. Eeer was issued at the rate of sbout ten
bottlee or cans per man for the month, as well as one large hottle of
Australian beer purchased from the Squadron Fund. Food, however, was
miserable, with an absolute minimm of fresh fruits, vegetables, and
meat., Ereadcwas received very seldom, and there was not even emough
sugar to sweelen the coffee. Thanksgiving day, however, an excellent
meal of turkey and all the "fixin's" was served, and the mess hall was
tastefully decorated by Corporal BOCCIA, Squadron painter, and Lieuten-
ant FEID, mese officer as well as idjutant, with white cloths on the
table, gliitering candles, and garlands of greenery. GCenerally speaking
other than this meal, the food was the poorest in months, not due to
poor cocking or preparation, but the lack of decent supplies from the
Quartermaster. A crash boat recently acquired by the Group was used

one dsy each week for taking seversl mem of the Squadrom on a fishing
trip about MCROTAI. As uwsual, proximity to the beach was conducive to
deily swims followed by showers at the Group shower located nearby.

In the Squadron areas a large building was prepared as a Day Room with
tables, chairs, and numerous games. In the same building the Squadron
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Library with its thousand volumes wes set up by Sergeant KRAUS.

Rumors were not too evident = constant work gave little time for such
lwiuries of laxity and idleness. Most prominent were those of the na-
ture that the Japanese had broken through the perimeter and killed so
many men in such and such an ares. This type of rumor was true in

one instance, and the true facts were given quickly to all, as the S-2
office maintains close liaison with G-2, 3lst Division, to emable that
an accurate report of the local ground situation be obtained daily and
and posted. Likewise 5-2 kept its bulletin boards posted daily with
the latest nmews, Of course, there are the usual rumors as to the loca-
tion of our next move. These are all pure guess work, and everyone

has a different place in mind.

Radlo TOKYO has been quite active since the invesion of the PHILIPPINES ‘
and since the radio station al MOROTAI stopped transmitting during the

month, Radio TOKYO has had an increased number of lis'tenera.l
