Ground support, deer ground support, how we love thee, But a
ob is a job so off to' the Sante Fe Bayombong Road on the Twelfth,
S'Ihese names are murder, MeGee). The first mission of the 25s loaded
with fivé hundred pounders eased off at 1150 and headed for the tar-
gets Houses end trails along the entire route were thoroughly bombed
and strafed. Most of the results were unobserved but numerous fires
along the National Highway number 5 were started and we can say that
the contract was successfully filled. Ack-ack was meager but one
lucky hit was scored on one of our planes seriously injuring the navia
gator. All the other planes returned safely without further incident,
1515 found another mission out for the same deal but weather did the
trick end sent us back to the beach with a "Nil, Nil, Nil" report.7

Next came the Thiriteenth, & looming cynical figure, but to us
another tribute to poor little Feb. Kagl Airdrome in Formosa, the
home of Suki Yaki got the nod end the perafreg specialist took off
in five Mitchells to deliver the goods. We made our atteck sbreast
end reelly ladled the spots. Ack-ack pits, perked planes of various
types, berracks buildings, and imegine, Jap people all got a thorough
going over. That latter sounds so good, especially since there were
80 many. 4 locomotive and a control shack also received a pasting.
This was so good. We know, we saw what happened and it wes solid,
right down the old rain barrel. And those Japs = meat on the table,
The damage to our way of thinking was pagamunt. and those lovely Rats,
strafing medieine to ease their sgquawks,

Over the hump, as the mission for shipping headed for the starter's
box on the Fourteenth., The expression "They're off at Belmont, at
Baratoga, end Hialeah"™ had nothing on the cry "they're off at the
Philippines", Our ecircuit is still operating and some mighty fine
purses are being taken by the front runners., So om this day four of
our Js with experience jockeys in the saddles left with the gun.
Neguilian supplies end ground targets on Luzon were to be run over on
the home stretch. The shipping search through the Formosa Stralts
mroved fruitless and as we headed for the stretch things sterted to hap-
pen. PRunning neck and neck over the target the extra weight was shed
in the form of five hundred pounders, Deck level work was the deal end
bomb bursts were the only observation. Fifty caliber slugs were dumped
into huts, shacks, end buildings enroute, over, and off the target.

ifter a few days rest the Seventeenth found the entrees lined up
egein, six pure bred Mitchells, San Fernando in the Philippines, a
ground support deal, pursed the take-off. Passing over our own lines
which were clearly merked we started our run. The hundred pound para=
demos made a beautiful pattern throughout the area and plenty of wrecked
buildings and large fires were left in the weke. ZInemy participation
was nggligible and our trusty nags headed for the feed box and & rub
downe

Still runnirg in the “hilippines, six first line Js took & powder
on the Eighteenth end headed for Koshun Airdrome on the Southern tip of
Formosa, With two hundred and fifty pounders ahoard we started our
drive and poured the fifties from the barrels. It was the fireworks
and smoke rose to two thousand feet in the persomnel area, Barracks
buildings were scregged and all in zll the pattern was perfect, The
proceeds teken by Koshun were about eighteen thousand, a good take in
fifty caliberss Two ships were holed by fire over the target which
seemed pretty well concenirated, Heavy and light stuff was being poured
on by the little men from Ma rs, A4All returned safely however and it
was back to the showers to sweat out enother day.ll

On the Nineteenth, six Flying Machine-guns took off to hit the
same area and to turn & few more Jap hairs grey. Agein with two hun-
dred end fifty psrademos aboard & run was mmde through the barracks
area, Io exact score was observed but the bombs were seen to drop in-
to the barracks, large buildings, end perked planes, Long fusings on
the demos revented actual sighting of the damages Two plames received
minor demage but all were parked on the home strip.l2

.Formosa hes been gett a lot of attention, so to keep them on
the ball we struck at Choshu “own on the Twentieth with nine 25s.
Ioaded with five hundred pounders, we reslly put the boots to Choshu
and its neerby municipalities, Pak-Se-Bue lost at least three houses
and the entire place was left ablaze, Fourteen to eighteen more Nip-
py nests went the blaze gauntlet emroute. Ho-Sia received hits in its
barracks area and presto - gonel The Taiwan Sugar Refinery just “ain't"
